The Company will periodically assess its environmental objectives and will undertake audits of
performance in this area.

The Company will undertake to afford protection to natural resources and endeavour to ensutre
that lasting or permanent damage is not caused by our operations. In addition the Company will
operate a programme of ongoing improvement to reduce the impacts of the Company’s activities
on the environment, which will be reassessed at each Management Review.

Recycling and re-use of materials will be carried out where possible and, whetre this is not
possible, due care will be exercised in respect of the disposal of waste. The Company will
operate as efficiently as possible with the aim of reducing energy and resource consumption. All
operations will take due cognisance of Environmental Legislation, standards, Codes of Practice
and statutory requitements.

The cleanest practicable systems and technologies will be used with the intention of minimising
and/or eliminating the production of potential pollutants. Assessments of the environmental
effects of proposed activities will be undertaken and appropriate control measures put in hand.

The company will work to the Environmental requitements of clients. Fotr work in the Rail
Environment the company will comply with the requirements of Network Rail Company
Standards - Contract Requirements — Environment.

This policy will be reviewed annually to conform to new and amended legislation and industry
standards and to implement the company’s commitment to continuous improvement by
assessing and whete necessary amending and improving our operational procedutes to ensure
that Environmental risks are prevented.
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
